Type: The Fund is a sub-fund of BlackRock Investment Funds Switzerland, an umbrella fund under Swiss law, authorised by FINMA as “Other
funds for Traditional Investments”, which was established under the Swiss Collective Investment Schemes Act (CISA) of June 23, 2006, as
amended.

Term: The Fund has been established for an indefinite period but in certain circumstances, as described in the Fund prospectus (with

integrated fund contract) (together the “Prospectus”), the Fund or individual sub-funds may be dissolved by the Fund Management Company

or the Custodian Bank by terminating the fund contract without notice or by order of FINMA, and, in each case, subject to compliance with the

Prospectus and applicable regulation.

Objectives

e The Fund aims to provide a return on your investment (generated through an increase in the value of the assets held by the Fund) by
tracking closely the performance of the FTSE Japan Index (the “Benchmark Index”).
